Minutes of the meeting held at the Middle School on 6-24-2010.

Jay Andresen is still waiting on the insurance form from the City to finish the Highway 
Department application for Main Street closure.  He also reported that the Mystery Bike has been 
secured from Royal Purple.  As part of the agreement, they will be allowed to have a vendor’s 
booth at no charge. 
 
Jay and Julie Andresen have been working with the Ranger Printers to ensure all the information 
on the forms and certificates is accurate and updated.  Jay said we should start counting ballots at 
noon this year.  Julie suggested we close the balloting at 2pm rather than 3pm.  Jeremy Andresen 
said we should be fine to close the balloting at 3pm if we start the count at noon.   
 
Steve Harless said he thought that the participants would be picking all the winners this year.  
Jay Andresen agreed although he would have to review the various awards e.g… Harry Duryea 
Special Award etc….. 
 
Jay Andresen noted that the large t-shirts seem to be selling very well at K-Mart as we are almost 
out of the triple and double larges.  Shannon Watts reported that he has the yellow staff shirts for 
the members participating in the cruise and car show.  Jay Andresen also has some yellow staff 
shirts from last year if any club members want/need one.

the beauty rings and arrangements are being made for some pinstriping or other paint details.  
Trenna Sonnenschien agreed to video tape the reveal and contact K2 News.  Discussion followed 
on prospective dates and plans for the reveal which are to be determined. 
 
Julie Andresen said a number of vendors have contacted her selling the following items:  polish 
dogs, kettle korn, hamburgers, hotdogs, slushies, hot rod art for women, and Royal Purple.  Some 
vendors have expressed concern about being located on the North side of the park.   
 
Trenna Sonnenschien asked for an update on the door prizes.  Jay Andresen has no new 
information.
